VI. Selection criteria: The offer meeting all the criteria in the points-tables of the tender will be considered the most suitable one for individual plots. Provided that there are several candidates meeting the tender criteria, the preference will be given to the highest price bid per square meter (m²) of an individual plot. 

VII. Means and deadline of notification of award: All tenderers will receive written information on the selected candidate within 10 days after the most suittable tenderer has been chosen.

VII. Validity deadline: Must be stated in the offer and it must not be shorter than 30 days.
VIII. Miscellaneous instructions: Tenderers are obliged to accept the General and specific terms and conditions of the tender, to sign them and have them notarized. By signing and having the General and specific terms and conditions notarized, the tenderer accepts the given terms and conditions of the tender that will be entered into provided that the tenderer's offer is accepted.

Together with the offer for the tender, joint tenderers must enclose a legal act on their being organized and connected, whereby at least a connection based on an investment agreement (joint-venture) or a similar legal business is required, whereby the legal act on joining tenderers into making a joint offer must include the provision and obligation of the participants that they shall, in case of their being selected, promote and register a company owned by the tenderers, seated in the municipality of Gradište, that shall conclude the agreement and buy a real estate, and in that agreement the tenderer will act as a solidary debtor for the fulfilment of all assumed obligations.

I. Verification of capability proofs submitted by tenderers

The orderer may request a repeated verification of the capability proofs of a tenderer whose offer is deemed the most suitable. The orderer may request the proofs to be submitted again, especially in case of any doubts having been raised as to the authenticity of the documents enclosed in the offer. The orderer may also request that the data contained in documents are verified again. 
The orderer will request that the same capability proofs contained in the offer be submitted again within a reasonable time limit and if the offerer whose offer has been deemed the most suitable cannot prove its capability again, the orderer will reject its offer. 

II. Submission and opening of offers


The offers are to be submitted not later than the first Monday of each month at 12:00 o’clock. The offers will be opened on the first Monday of each month not later than 12:05 in the offices of the Municipality of Gradište, Trg Hrvatskih Velikana br. 5.

Offers containing the requested documents are to be submitted to the orderer at the address to The Municipality of Gradište -, Trg Hrvatskih Velikana 5. - 32273 Gradište, in a closed envelope bearing the words – « TENDER for the sale of building land in the business zone of the Municipality of Gradište - DO NOT OPEN». The envelope should also contain the name of the company and the number of the plot they tender for, the tenderer’s exact address, phone number and contact person. 
Incomplete or late offers will not be taken into consideration.
III. Lodging an objection


A tenderer has the right to file a written objection within 8 days since the receipt of the notification of award or cancellation. The objection must be filed with Seller, containing a form required by law. All disputes shall be adjudicated at the Municipality court in Županja having actual as well as local jurisdiction over the Municipality of Gradište.

IV. Becoming acquainted with the state of the business zone
All interested tenderers are welcome to become acquainted with the state of the business zone of Ambarine every business day (Monday – Friday), until the closing of the tender. Prior notice to the phone number 032/ 841- 270 necessary. Cartographic presentation of the plots on the area, their boundaries as well as their basic characteristics are available at  Seller’s offices and so are the proprietary certificates of the plots being sold by the Municipality of Gradište. 

3. GENERAL AND SPECIFIC TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THE TENDER (APPENDIX -3)

1. General terms and conditions

1.1. General and specific terms and conditions are an essential part of the tender for the sale of building land in the business zone of Ambarine in the Municipality of Gradište, with the purpose of setting up industrial, trade, service and warehousing facilities, facilities related to agricultural production as well as showrooms, according to the  Regional plan of the Municipality of Gradište, and these are the essential terms and conditions of the sale/purchase agreement that will be entered into with the selected tenderer after the closing of the tender. 

Participation at the tender and the submission of offer itself represents a tenderer's consent to abide by tender’s conditions, the Instructions to tenderers, General and specific terms and conditions as well as consequences resulting therefrom. 

1.2. In all matters concerning the tender and the agreement that is to be entered into and in all matters concerning the execution of the agreement, as well as all other issues concerning a tenderer, i.e. a buyer, only the tender’s conditions, the Instructions to tenderers and General and specific terms and conditions are to be applied under the strict observation of rules and regulations defined by the jurisprudence of the Republic of Croatia. 

The basic questions on laws to adhere to are defined by Law on propriety and other actual rights, Law on land registries, Law on obligatory relations, Law on regional plan, Law on construction, as well as by judicial rules associated with these regulations. Except for the afore-mentioned regulations, the basic questions are regulated by Decision on Regional plan of the Municipality of Gradište, Decision on prices and incentives for investors in the business zone of Ambarine in the Municipality of Gradište, and by Decision on the tender for the sale of building land in the business zone of Ambarine in the Municipality of Gradište. All decisions were reached by the Municipality government and they regulate the tender's proceedings. 

All disputes will be adjudicated at the Municipality court in Županja having actual as well as local jurisdiction over the Municipality of Gradište. Any other court’s or tribunal’s jurisdiction is eliminated.
In all matters concerning the tender and the agreement that is to be entered into the sole relevance and importance bears what has been said and written in Croatian language and writing. All offers must be submitted in Croatian language and Latin writing. Anything said or written in any other language has no bearing and no consequence whatsoever. 

The tender serves to achieve the goal of selling the building land in the business zone of Ambarine in the Municipality of Gradište, with the purpose of setting up industrial, trade, service and warehousing facilities, facilities related to agricultural production as well as showrooms according to the Regional plan of the Municipality of Gradište, as well as the goal of engaging in activities in built spaces. 
1.3. Tenderers can be both domestic and foreign corporations and individuals who fulfil the conditions and meet the criteria established in the tender documents and who are registered for activities resulting in the management of land - sale of land with the intention to build- in the area of the business zone of Ambarine in the Municipality of Gradište. 

Provided that the tenderer is a foreign corporation or individual and in case they get selected, they shall promote and register a company owned by the tenderer, not later than within eight days since the receipt of the notification of award. The company shall be seated in the Municipality of Gradište. The company shall enter into agreement and buy the buildable land, whereby the tenderer shall act as a solidary debtor for the fulfilment of all assumed obligations stipulated in the agreement. In case of a joint offer being made by several persons, such a tenderer must include in his offer a statement on the offer holder as well as the statement on individual and joint liability of each member of the joint offer, and all joint tenderers must establish their capability for the tender.

Together with the offer for the tender, joint tenderers must enclose a legal act on their being organized and connected, whereby at least a connection based on an investment agreement (joint-venture) or a similar legal business is required, whereby the legal act on joining tenderers into making a joint offer must include the provision and obligation of the participants that they shall, in case of their being selected, promote and register a company owned by tenderers, seated in the municipality of Gradište, that shall enter into agreement and buy a real estate, and in that agreement the tenderer will act as a solidary debtor for the fulfilment of all assumed obligations. 

Foreign corporations and individuals or joint tenderers act as solidary debtors in the agreement.

      2.    Special terms and conditions

2.1. The Municipality of Gradište, Seller, and the selected tenderer, Buyer, enter into a sale/purchase agreement concerning a particular real estate – a special and detached cadastral plot that represents a certain part of the buildable land – the area of a future building plot and detached cadastral plot – for which the tenderer was competing.

2.2. The price of a particular real estate is the one accepted in the tender for the selected tenderer. Buyer shall pay that price in the full amount on the date of the sale/purchase agreement being entered into. The handing over into possession is carried out after the price defined by the sale/purchase agreement has been paid. The paid guarantee is calculated in the price as a part paid in advance. Buyer pays the real estate sales tax and the cost of registration, fees, notarization (by a public notary) of General and specific terms and conditions, registration of the real estate, parcelization (in case of the afore-mentioned preagreement being entered into), the cost of location permit and the real estate sales tax.

2.3. Seller shall provide water, gas, electric energy and phone to the plot within a year at the latest since the conclusion of the sale/purchase agreement so that Buyer is able to get wired in at his own expense. Buyer shall obtain a building permit compatible with the Business plan and the obtained location permit within 1,5 year at the latest since the conclusion of the sale/purchase agreement, and within 2 years since the conclusion of the sale/purchase agreement he shall build an office building, obtain a certificate of occupancy and start doing business. All the time limits are fixed.
The resale of the land is banned for five years since the conclusion of the sale/purchase agreement. The ban is registered in the land registry. All limitations to the right of ownership and the terms and conditions provided by the agreement cease to exist within five years since the conclusion of the sale/purchase agreement. 
For all obligations that are not been fulfiled within given time limits a limitation of ownership rights over a particular real estate will be imposed. This shall be deemed as a reason to cancel Buyer’s ownership rights if he has not fulfiled the conditions or if the time limit has expired, in which case the ownership shall be transferred to the Municipality of Gradište as it is stipulated in the agreement itself, together with everything that was built on the real estate and Buyer is not entitled to any compensation for what he had invested nor is he entitled to the refund of the money he had originally paid for the real estate.
Buyer is entitled to removal of everything that was built at his own expense within 6 months with no compensation for the means invested. 

Buyer shall hire employees resident in the area stipulated in the sale/purchase agreement and employ them on the building land. 

2.4. Any exemptions from paying public utilities and fees are stipulated in Decision on land prices and incentives to investors in the business zone of Ambarine of the Municipality of Gradište. 

2.5. Buyer is forbidden to abalienate any part of the plot all the whole plot as well. He is also forbidden to encumber the plot with any kind of legal business within five years since the conclusion of the sale/purchase agreement. 
Any action on behalf of Buyer in violation of the abalienation or encumbrance ban shall be deemed as a reson for Buyer's ownership rights to cease as well as a reason for declaring the right to encumbrance void due to the failure of meeting the criteria . In that case, after the condition has been fulfiled, the ownership is then handed over to the Municipality of Gradište together with everything that was built on the real estate and Buyer is not entitled to any compensation for what he had invested nor is he entitled to the refund of the money he had originally paid for the real estate.
In case that the conditions for the reinstitution of ownership rights over a particular plot to the benefit of the Municipality of Gradište are fulfiled 

a) The breach of agreement is brought to Buyer's attention and he is urged to eliminate the breach within the time limit not shorter than 15 days or longer than 30 days since the recepit of a written warning delivered by a public notary to Buyer. 

b) After the time limit for elimination of the breach of agreement has expired, and if the breach of agreement has not been removed, a statement issued by the Municipality of Gradište shall be delivered by a public notary to Buyer stipulating that the conditions are fulfiled for the reinstitution of ownership rights and containing the cancellation of the agreement and termination of ownership rights.  

c) As of the date of the above-mentioned statement being delivered, Buyer's ownership rights cease to exist. Based on the sanctions stipulated in the sale/purchase agreement, the Municipality of Gradište is entitled to request the ownership rights to be registered to its benefit together with the termination of Buyer’s ownership rights pursuant to the public notary’s certifying that the time limit had expired or that the condition had been fulfiled and the agreement cancelled. 

2.6. The force majeure clause in relation to the execution of the agreement, the terms and conditions and the procedure for the implementation of the clause, are regulated as follows:

 2.6.1. Force majeure is such an event that has caused an agreement party's failure to meet an obligation therein. The event is outside the party and beyond its control and the party or its bad faith cannot be blamed for it. Such an event is unpredictable and the meeting of contractual obligations has therefore been made impossible,

2.6.2. Force majeure is not an event that makes the meeting of contractual obligations inconvenient or difficult. Hence force majeure is not the inability to obtain the necessary permits, it is not the change of status of the parties, nor is it an event that could have been foreseen by a reasonable businessman who could have taken some defensive measures against it, 

2.6.3. Force majeure is not applicable to the payment of due money obligations,

2.6.4. A party referring to force majeure shall officially report the other party immediately after the occurence of such an event. Failure to comply may result in the event not being recognized,

2.6.5. Force majeure, while it lasts, temporarily puts a stop to the fulfilment of obligations stipulated in the agreement as of the day the official report was delivered,

2.6.6. If the suspension of the agreement execution due to force majeure lasts longer than 90 days, each party is entitled to a unilateral cancellation of agreement, whereby they shall inform the other party about the exercising a right to cancellation of agreement. They are also obliged to invite the other party to make a statement as to their intention of fulfiling the contractual obligations within the time limit not shorter than 15 days or longer than 30 days since the recepit of a written warning delivered by a public notary,

2.6.7. After the time limit for making the statement on resuming the fulfilment of obligations,force majeure notwithstanding, has expired, and having received no such statement from the addressed party, the other party is entitled to a  unilateral cancellation of agreement within the time limit not longer than 15 days since making of statement. It is also entitled to have the unilateral statement on the cancellation of agreement delivered to the other party by a public notary. As of the date of delivery the agreement is terminated and as of that same date all legal consequences of the cancellation of agreement take effect and a particular real estate becomes reinstated to the ownership of the Municipality of Gradište, without Buyer being entitled to any kind of compensation. For other stipulations in relation to force majeure, the provisions of Law on obligatory relations are applied.

2.7. All limitations of ownership rights are registered in land registries and they cease within five years since the conclusion of the sale/purchase agreement.

2.8. The agreement cannot be adversative to or change the tender's documents, the selected offer, decisions of the Municipality government in relation to the tender, Instructions to tenderers and General and specific terms and conditions.

2.9. All other matters not defined by General and specific terms and conditions will be regulated in the agreement in accordance with the terms of the tender, Instructions to tenderers, Decision on prices and incentives for investors in the business zone of Ambarine in the Municipality of Gradište. In the execution of the agreement the regulations of the Republic of Croatia are to be applied, taking the goal thereof into consideration – the sale of real estates – the setting up of business facilities according to the Regional plan of the Municipality of Gradište, as well as engaging in activities in built spaces. 

These General and specific terms and conditions are certified by the Municipality government. All other as well as uncertified General and specific terms and conditions or their copies bear no importance whatsoever. Likewise, other documents not belonging to the tender or their copies bear no importance whatsoever.

The subject of this agreement is the sale of the real estates - cadastral plots, which enables Buyer to acquire ownership thereof in order to build some business facilities with the goal of the business development of the Municipality of Gradište, which both parties agree upon. 

Article 2.

The parties agree that prior to the conclusion of this agreement, Buyer’s request for the purchase of the real estate takes place with the enclosed Business plan and construction plan (for office spaces) or a detailed plan of taking over.

Buyer guarantees that the enclosed Business plan and construction plan are made according to the professional standards and that they contain true data. Buyer pledges and guarantees that it shall abide by all elements of the enclosed Business plan and construction plan, with respect to economic, environmental, business and other reasons that may cause possible variation thereof. 

The parties agree that Seller decided to accept Buyer’s request, they duly notice the enclosed Business plan and construction plan or a detailed plan of taking over and they agree that there is every justified reason to grant the request. 

Article 3.

The parties agree that the subject of the sale is the cadastral plot in the cadastral municipality of Gradište, registered as the land-registry insert No.:  ________ being the plot No._______ its surface area being ____ha (hectare) ____a (are) ______m² (square metre), the land on which Buyer shall build business facilities according to the enclosed plans. 

By signing the agreement, Buyer asserts that it has personally established the location, surface area, boundary lines of the plot as well as ownership over it and its utility equipment and that it has no objections whatsoever in relation to the particular plot. 

Seller guarantees that the particular plot shall become the sole property of Buyer after the time limit of five years of the sale ban has expired. It also guarantees that no other person has any registered or unregistered rights to or encumbrances upon the plot that could in any way lessen, limit or terminate buyer’s ownership right after the sale.  

They hereby confirm their mutual consent to abide by the basic principles of obligatory law, Law on local government, Law on stimulation of investments, Law on corporations, waiving beforehand any intention of avoiding, deviating or in any other way diminishing the assumed rights.  

All other modes of behaviour shall be seen as adversative to the stipulations of the agreement, as immoral and adversative to the spirit and the goal of the agreement. Such behaviour shall be seen as a cause for cancellation of the agreement, which confirms their firm will to conclude the agreement and to abide by all provisions herein.  

Buyer as a corporation shall abide by the provisions of the agreement, according to the submitted request and enclosed Plans and fulfil all the provisions herein. The corporation and the manager as an individual guarantee that the assumed obligations herein shall be fulfiled in an orderly manner. 

No provision of the agreement can be interpreted as exempting the parties from their obligations stipulated in other laws and regulations of the Republic of Croatia.

Seller allows Buyer to register his ownership right over the particular cadastral plot in the land registry without any further question or permition. 

Article 4.

The parties agree upon the value of the particular plot in the amount of _________________Kuna/m²__________________________ (in letters), which amounts to the total of __________________ Kuna,  ____________________________________(in letters).

Buyer shall make the payment to Seller’s giro-account No.: 2340009-1813700001 at FINA Županja as of the date of signing hereof and it shall produce the payment slip as the proof of the requested amount having been paid. 

Article 5.

The ownership over the particular plot is taken over by Buyer as of the date of signing hereof and from that moment on it bears all rights and obligations belonging to the real estate accordingly. 

Article 6.

The parties agree that Seller sells the plot to Buyer at the privileged price that is considerably lower than the market price, exclusively under the following conditions: 

a) Buyer shall transfer its seat to the area of the Municipality of Gradište within six months since the conclusion of the agreement and shall enclose the decision of the Commercial court in Osijek as the proof thereof within the afore-mentioned time limit.

If Buyer fails to transfer its seat as stipulated herein, it shall pay the same amount of tax to Seller as it is paying to its current seat until it fulfils its obligation,

b) Employees hired to work in the business facility that will be built on the particular plot will exclusively be the inhabitants of the Municipality of Gradište who are resident in the area of the Municipality of Gradište. If no workers with the required qualifications are found in the area of the Municipality of Gradište, employees resident in the area of the Vukovar-Srijem County (resident in the municipalities closest to the Municipality of Gradište) will be hired. In order to prove the fulfilment of this obligation, Buyer shall deliver a list of employees with the address of their residence once a year, containing an explanation for the deviation of this obligation for those employees who are not resident in the above-mentioned area. In case of this obligation being violated, Buyer shall monthly pay Seller the amount of the average salary in the Republic of Croatia for the previous year for each employee hired adversative to this obligation. Tolerance for the truthfulness of the data from the business plan in relation to the number of new employments amounts to 20% and the Municipality government has the right to rule in each individual case.

c) A business facilitiy shall be built on the cadastral plot No.____________ surface area____ ha (hectare) ____ a (are) ______m² (square metre), in which the activities described in the Business plan shall be conducted _________________________________(name of activity), within two years since the concluding of the agreement. Within the same time limit the activities described in the Business plan shall commence, otherwise Buyer shall pay a fine in the amount of 120.00 Kuna ( a hundred and twenty Kuna) for each day of missing the deadline. Instead of accepting the amount settled, Seller is entitled to cancel the agreement in form of a written registered piece of mail, in which case Seller is entitled to transfer the plot to its ownership right in the land registry without any further question or permition obtained by Buyer, provided that Seller proves the fact of this obligation not having been fulfiled, which must be certified by a public notary’s certificate, who shall personally, on the spot, establish whether this obligation has been fulfiled. For any change of activities conducted on the plot, the consent of the Municipality government must be obtained. The same must be obtained for any changes of the Business plan and the transfer of rights and obligations to another corporation,

d) no activity conducted by Buyer (as stipulated in section c) must have any harmful influence over the environment which exceeds the one permitted by law. If this obligation is violated, Buyer shall put a stop to all activities until harmful imissions are brought to values within legal frames.

 e) in case of events described herein in section c) of this article, provided that Buyer has started building in the meantime or that it has wholly or partially built a business facility, and Seller reinstates the ownership over the plot to its behalf, Buyer is not entitled to any restitution for the means he has invested and the parties explicitly agree that the value of the investment represents a restitution to Seller because the agreement obligations have not been fulfiled. 
Article 7.

The parties agree that Seller shall make it possible to Buyer to get wired in to electricity, water, gas and phone and it shall provide a paved road, all of this within the shortest possible time and not later than the production commencement.

Article 8.

The parties agree that Seller, authorized by affirmative regulations of the Republic of Croatia, shall release Buyer, within the time limit defined in the tender and as of the date of the production commencement, from paying fees encumbered on Buyer pursuant to special provisions, which said fees represent Seller’s income (e.g. municipal fees) in the amounts defined in the tender, except for taxes and other fees for which Seller has no authority or jurisdiction to reach such a decision. 

Article 9.

From the fourth year on the firms engaged in production activities shall pay the full amount of municipality fees, i.e. 1.00 Kuna/m², whereas the firms engaged in service activities shall pay 1.50 Kuna /m². From the third year on, activities related to agricultural production and other specified activities shall pay the municipality fee in the amount of 2.00 Kuna/m2.
Article 9.
BUYER’S OBLIGATIONS: For the selected Buyer, 5% of the total value of the plot (the guarantee) represents a non-refundable deposit for the insurance of the plot. There is a five year ban on the resale of the plots. Should tenderers not fulfil or breach the agreement, they shall pay the amounts defined by the agreement.
